
Noun 
Nouns are people, places or things.  They tell us who, what or where. 

 
Examples: 
 

• The children arrived at school. 

• The boat filled with water and sank. 

• I would like to be a doctor when I grow up. 

• Please would you pass me the pencil. 

• There is a hedgehog in the bushes. 



Proper Noun 
Proper nouns are specific people, places or things.  They always start 

with a capital letter. 
 

Examples: 
 

• Achiever Ace is little and blue. 

• Foxhills Infant School is in Ashurst. 

• My birthday is in January. 

• What are you doing on Saturday? 

• Mrs Howe is our head teacher 



Pronoun 
Pronouns take the place of a noun.  We can use these instead of nouns. 

 
Examples: 
 

• We love school! 

• He is such a sweet baby. 

• They went swimming in the sea. 

• I am feeling very hungry. 

• Would you like a drink?
